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Pastor Devin’s Notes – Sunday, Nov. 26th

Thanks & Giving:
“From Overflow to Flowing Over”
Exodus 35:4-9; 36:1-7
· PRINCIPAL POINT: A THANKFUL heart leads to a GIVING heart.
· PRACTICE POINT: As we CULTIVATE thankful hearts for God’s goodness, provision, and presence, GENEROSITY that impacts the WORLD will flow naturally from our lives.
“Everyone who is willing is to bring to the Lord an offering.” Exodus 35:5

The 2 Hebrew words for “willing” is: 

1. Nadib means “pertaining to being voluntary and uncoerced, implying generosity”
2. Leb means “heart” and can mean “heart, mind, soul, spirit, self, i.e., the source of life of the inner person”

· PEOPLE of God RESPONDED POSITIVELY to the invitation to give. 
And so the people were restrained from bringing more, because what they already had was more than enough to do all the work.  Exodus 36:6– 7

· Israel’s WILLINGNESS to give was the OVERFLOW of a THANKFUL heart. 
· WHY WERE THEY SO THANKFUL?
· God had DELIVERED them from bondage from Egypt and enabled them to cross the Red Sea (Exodus 14)

· God had PROVIDED quail and manna from heaven (Exodus 16) and water from a rock (Exodus 17).
· God had PROMISED his presence to go with Israel on their journey (Exodus 33). 

· THANKFUL hearts lead to GIVING hearts.
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
