Thanks & Giving
“If I’d Only Said Thank You”
Luke 17:11-19
· Thankfulness is not an occasional act but a lifestyle!
· PRINCIPAL POINT: Thankfulness leads us into the presence of God, but Ungratefulness always leads us away from God.
· PRACTICE POINT: We can develop a lifestyle of thankfulness by intentionally expressing our gratitude and practicing spontaneous Appreciation throughout our day.
Leprosy- 
a generic term applied to a variety of skin disorders from psoriasis to true leprosy. 

Luke 17:12

As he was going into a village, ten men who had 
leprosy met him. They stood at a distance,

· They followed Jesus’s instructions, and as they went, they were healed. 
Luke 17:15-16
15 One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud voice. 16 He threw himself at Jesus’ feet and thanked him—and he was a Samaritan.
· A thankful heart brings us close to God.
Psalm 9:1

I will give thanks to you, Lord, with all my heart;
    I will tell of all your wonderful deeds.

· We can express our gratefulness to God through intentional thanksgiving.
Luke 17:17-18
17 Jesus asked, “Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? 18 Has no one returned to give praise to God except this foreigner?” 
· Ungratefulness always leads us away from God’s presence.
