THE TALE OF THREE CROSSES
Luke 23:32-33, 39-43 [NASB]
32 Two others also, who were criminals, were being led away to be put to death with Him. 33 When they came to the place called [a]The Skull, there they crucified Him and the criminals, one on the right and the other on the left. 
39 One of the criminals who were hanged there was [a]hurling abuse at Him, saying, “Are You not the [b]Christ? Save Yourself and us!” 40 But the other answered, and rebuking him said, “Do you not even fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation? 41 And we indeed are suffering justly, for we are receiving [c]what we deserve for our deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong.”42 And he was saying, “Jesus, remember me when You come [d]in Your kingdom!”43 And He said to him, “Truly I say to you, today you shall be with Me in Paradise.”
THE CROSS ON THE RIGHT HAS A MAN WHO WILL DIE IN HIS SINS.
· He questioned the IDENTITY AND AUTHORITY of Jesus.
THE CROSS ON THE LEFT HAS A MAN WHO WILL DIE DELIVERED FROM HIS SINS.
· He acknowledged the JUSTICE of their punishment.
· He also acknowledged Jesus as the MESSIAH.

THE CROSS IN THE MIDDLE HAS A MAN WHO WILL DIE FOR ALL SINS.
· He had nothing to PROVE.
· He had nothing to SAY.

· He had nothing but GRACE.
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
