· Average Christian gives about 2% of their income. 
· Fewer than 3% of Christians tithe. 

I. The Cursed Business.
Will a man rob God? Yet you rob me. "But you ask, 'How do we rob you?' "In tithes and offerings. You are under a curse-the whole nation of you-because you are robbing me. Malachi 3:8-9

rob: qaba` (kaw-bah'); defraud, rob, embezzle. 

· If I don’t tithe, I’m embezzling from God.

II. The Blessed Business.
